“Book-it!” begins on October 1 and runs through March 30. This is a
wonderful reading incentive program sponsored by Pizza Hut. (Be
sure to express your appreciation to the local Pizza Hut for
participating in the program.)

Here are the “ground rules” for Book-it!-

First Graders must read a minimum of 4 books each month
in order to meet the goal.
